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Handling the Remote Controller

Inserting and Replacing Batteries

Your air conditioning unit may come with two
batteries(some units). Put the batteries in the
remote control before use.

1. Slide the back cover from the remote control
downward, exposing the battery compartment.
2. Insert the batteries, paying attention to match
up the (+) and (-) ends of the batteries with
the symbols inside the battery compartment.
3. Slide the battery cover back into place.

Remote Control

. Direct sunlight can interfere with the infrared
signal receiver.

* There must be a clear line of sight between
the remote and the appliance.

« If the signals from the remote control happen
to control another appliance, move the
appliance to another location or contact
customer service.

@ Battery Disposal

Do not dispose of batteries as unsorted
municipal waste.

Batteries may have a chemical symbol at the
bottom of the disposal icon.
